AROMA

Eighty percent of
erceived flavor comes
om the offaclory senses.

BALANCE

The degree to which the
primary characteristics
of  beer work together.
Typically used to describe
Iﬁe balance between
malt (sweetness) and
hops (bitterness).

BARLEY

The main ingredient

in the majority of the
worlds beer. most
suited to make bread.
Contributes flavor, head,
body and color.

BITTER

The terms, mild, ordinary
bitter, special bitter, extra
special Eiﬂer (ESB), pale
ale and India pale ure
(IPA), explain the degree
to which ﬁops

are perceived.

BOCK

A lager traditionally
brewed in winter. It is
stronger in alcohol and
may be a it darker than
regulor strength lager.

BODY

The description of beer
density. A thin watery
beer s |iﬂht in body. A
mouth filling beer is said

to be full bodied.

BROWN ALE

An ale brewed with the
addition of some darker
malt fo yield a dork
brown color. Flavor may
incude caramel, toffee
and nutfiness.

COLOR

Malis are kilned or
roosted at various
temperatures for various
lengths of time to yield
mu?l to a range of colors,
from pale straw to black.

DARK BEER

With the advent of the
lighter colored lugers,
the term is now used

to describe any beer
with color darker

than typically found in
common American beers.

DOPPLEBOCK

A lager brewed to
higher alcohol strength
than bock. Bock is
typically 6.7% alcohol.
Dopplebock is typically
7.8% alcohol.

HEFE

The German word for
yeast. Indicating that
a beer is unfiltered
and typically doudy in
appearance.

HOPS

Atall growing vine,

the female bud of which
is used s a bitiering
and preserving agent in
beer. Hops also impact
aroma, ﬁ;vor and adds
to the aftertaste.

MALT

stored starches info the
sugars needed by yeast
to make alcohol.

PALE ALE

A popular ale in Scotland
where barley is a major
crop (used fo make
scotch whiskey) and hops
are not. Characterized by
a strong malt influence
with minimal hop notes.

STOUT

An ale made with
additions of dark roasted
malted and unmalied
barley fo produce a black
color that ranges from
very dark fo opaque.

WEISSE

German for “white beer”
implying a pale colored
brew made from wheat.

WHEAT

A common grain added
to beer to promote head
attention.
